A POWERFUL PROMISE

Definition: redeem — to act as kinsman-redeemer, to redeem from
slavery

“So Boaz took Ruth, and she was his wife: and when he went in unto
her, the LORD gave her conception, and she bare a son. 14 And the
women said unto Naomi, Blessed be the LORD, which hath not left
thee this day without a kinsman, that his name may be famous in
Israel.” (Ruth 4:13-14)

A PROVEN POWER

The great temptations which thine eyes saw, and the signs, and the

Definition: take — to take, fetch, lead, take in marriage

“For thou art an holy people unto the LORD thy God: the LORD thy
God hath chosen thee to be a special people unto himself, above all
people that are upon the face of the earth. 7 The LORD did not set his
love upon you, nor choose you, because ye were more in number than
any people; for ye were the fewest of all people: 8 But because the

hand of Pharaoh king of Egypt. ” (Deuteronomy 7:6-8)
